« About feedback: Telling people what we think of their performance doesn't help them thrive and excel, and
telling people how we think they should improve actually hinders learning.”

« Fidelity of implementation doesn't mean much if there aren't positive changes for students.

« rather than telling teachers exactly what to do, instructional coaches should engage teachers in reflective
conversations about what they think might work in their classrooms. By treating teachers like
professionals, instructional coaches have a much better chance of enabling high-quality teaching and
better student leaming—and isn't that the whole point?
